Renovation of Cornwall Council’s fingerposts:

i. Cllr Rowe advised that the finger post at Reawla has been completed.  The Carnhell Green finger post needs Cllr Rowe and the CPO to use a heat gun to undo.  The Mutton Hill finger post has been started by Cornwall Council.

ii. The Clerk raised concern about how affordable homes change hands – discussion took place and the meeting felt there was no reason why the PC could not raise awareness of available properties.
